CONDITIONS OF ENTRY: FORM 1B

(Please read carefully and keep for future reference)

1. 
Entries will only be accepted from fully paid-up members, sponsored students, Fellows, Associates and Honorary members.

2. 
The entries must be the member's own, recent, original, handmade work. Members may not submit work copied from other artists, nor from printed work. Members who work from photographs must own the copyright of the photographs. Please bear in mind that plagiarism is a criminal offence, and that intellectual property is protected. Any work found to be in contravention of copyright laws shall be removed from the exhibition and no replacement will be allowed in its place. Nor will any refund be given for the hanging fees thereof. Photographic copies or copies from electronic machines will not be accepted. Work for this exhibition may have been done in a class.
3. 
The entries may consist of work in the following mediums: Oil, watercolour, pastel, acrylic, mixed media, linework, drawing and sculpture. Please indicate the medium on the entry form.

       Please ensure that oils are DRY when submitted!  Wet paintings will NOT be accepted.

4. All entries to the exhibition must be for sale. If you do not want your work to be sold without its frame, do not put a price in the “unframed” box on the entry form.

5. Work which has been shown on previous SASA exhibitions MAY NOT be submitted.

6. Each member may bring one work. No sets or pairs are allowed. Diptychs and triptychs are acceptable provided they are priced and sold as one unit.  They may not be sold individually

7.   Pictures must be suitably framed for the exhibition, with the exception of modern oil/acrylic paintings on canvas, which may be unframed but must have the sides painted. To facilitate hanging, screw eyes should be fixed one quarter of the way from the top of each frame with cord attached.  The council reserves the right to reject any items it considers poorly framed or presented. 
8.   A sitter's roster for the exhibition will be compiled. A chief sitter shall be appointed, who shall be remunerated, and will be required to familiarise themselves with the operation of the credit card machine and other duties. Participating artists will be asked to assist the sitters on morning or afternoon shifts each day.

Artists may not remove work before 5:00pm on closing day.  Please make arrangements for someone to collect your work if you are not available at that time.

Labelling of work:       Paintings/drawings: Please make sure your work is clearly labelled on the back with your name and the title of your work. Sculptures:  Name and title underneath.

Please use bubblewrap/gladwrap or cardboard to protect only the corners of your work.  All other coverings must be removed BEFORE you join the queue to hand in your work.  Have your form (completed and signed in duplicate) and your entry fee ready before you join the queue!

Work submitted and exhibited at own risk. Please sign indemnity/entry form in duplicate.

Invitations:     
Invitations will be sent to every member.  Extra invitations will be available on hanging day. Please invite buyers, family and friends.  Each invitation gives two people free entrance to Kirstenbosch on opening day.  (SASA pays for their entrance!)
Sales:
A commission of 15% will be payable to the Society. A bank charge of 5% will be charged for credit card sales.  Prices may not be altered once entry forms are submitted.

Closing:
All work to be collected from the hall between 5:00 and 5.30pm on SUNDAY 7 JUNE 2009. A signature will be required before items can be taken away.  Work must not be removed early and the Council accepts no responsibility for items left after the closing of the hall on that day.  Uncollected work will be left in the storeroom at the back of the hall at your own risk.
