At the AGM, notice was given to the members of the Council’s intention to amend by-laws 22(e) and 23(e) of the society’s constitution. Notice is hereby given that it is proposed to make the amendments outlined below at an Extraordinary General Meeting of members to be held at 7pm on Thursday 25th March, preceding the March meeting.

1. Amendment to by-law 22(e)

This currently reads as follows and needs to be corrected:

22(e) The membership of any member whose subscription is not paid by the 1st January in the year for which it is due shall lapse on the 28th February.

By-law 22(e), above, will be amended to say: “The membership of any member whose subscription (due on the 1st of January) is not paid by the end of February in the year for which it is due shall lapse at the end of February.” 
2. Amendment to by-law 23(e)
This reads 23(e) as follows:
23(e) Plagiarism and Copyright Violation:  Members of the Society may not submit any work to Exhibitions and Competitions of the Society which has been copied from the work of other artists or from material published by others.  Members shall ensure that they own the copyright of the work which is submitted and that they own the copyright of any photographs used as a source for the work.  The Society and the Council shall be exempt from prosecution caused by any plagiarism committed by any member of the Society.

The following is proposed to be added to by-law 23(e)
“Any member who disregards these rules will have their work removed immediately from the exhibition and may:

a) Be barred from taking part in the next three exhibitions (over and above any possible inclusion in the Merit Exhibition) 

and/or 

       b) Have their membership suspended for a full year.

and/or

      c) Be requested to leave the Society.
